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Course Description

MATH

[MATH121] College Algebra

This course provides a working knowledge of college-level
algebra and its applications. The purpose of this course
is to provide the students with a clear and logical
understanding of basic concepts in algebra, with emphasis
on the solutions and the applications of linear and
quadratic equations, polynomials, rational and radical
equations and exponential and logarithmic functions.

[MATH131] Calculus and Analytical Geometry |
This course covers topics such as functions and graphs,
limits, derivatives, continuity, applications of differentiation,
and integrals.

Prerequisites: Pre-Calculus or equivalent

[MATH132] Calculus and Analytical Geometry Il
Topics include applications of integration, exponential and
logarithmic functions, inverse trigonometric, hyperbolic,
and inverse hyperbolic functions, techniques of integration,
limits involving infinity, improper integrals and infinite
series.

Prerequisite: MATH131 or the equivalent.

[MATH201] Statistics
This course provides the basic foundation of statistics,
especially on collecting data and descriptive methods.
Provides the student with a clear and logical
understanding on data collection, data description using
graphical and numerical summaries, data analysis and
interpretation of results.
Prerequisites: Algebra 2

NATURAL SCIENCE

[ASTR101] Astronomy

This course introduces the science of modern astronomy
with a concentration on the solar system. Topics include
the study of the celestial sphere, the planets and their
satellites, and the sun and other objects in the solar
system. Emphasis is on the application of scientific
principles and explanation of phenomena in the solar
system. The field trips include outdoor viewing sessions,
constellation identification and planetarium visit.

[BIOL100Q] Life Science

This course provides lessons about what life is, especially
what human life is, from a multifaceted viewpoint and
trains students to think logically. This course provides
foundational biological principles and instruction on how to
maintain health.
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Course Description

[BIOL110] University Biology

An introduction to the fundamental principles of biology.
Emphasis is placed upon scientific methodology;
molecular, cellular and energetic bases of life; major
metabolic processes; cellular and organismic reproduction;
Mendelian and  population  genetics;  speciation;
phylogenetic reconstruction; ecological interactions; and a
brief survey of organisms.

[CHEM121] General Chemistry |

This course covers principles and chemical fundamentals -
elements, atoms and compounds; chemical reactions in
aqueous solutions; solutions and “acids and bases.”
Prerequisite: Introductory knowledge on chemistry,
mathematics, physics and biology.

[GEOL102] Historical Geology

This course is designed as an undergraduate-level
introduction to the field of historical geology, with a
particular emphasis on paleontology. This is a large and
diverse field of study; we will examine key information and
ideas, from basic geological concepts to Mesozoic

geology.

[PHYS231] University Physics |

In this modern physics course, students will learn the
following: mechanics, gravitation, waves, sound, heat, light,
electricity and magnetism and optics. Separate lab fee
required.

Prerequisite: MATH131 or to be taken concurrently

HUMANITIES

[ANTH101] Introduction to Christianity

This course is intended to provide students with a basic
understanding of the Bible and the Christian faith which is
foundational to understanding the history of the Western
world. The student will learn about the God of Creation,
the life of Jesus Christ and teachings of the Bible and how
it relates to mankind today.

[ARTS101] Art Appreciation

This introduction to visual arts is designed to help students
enjoy and have an appreciation for understanding various
art media and their cultural background.

[COMS101] Public Speaking and Team Presentations
The purpose of this course is to teach students the
necessary skills for public speaking. These effective
communication skills also translate to small group settings.
Reinforcing principles and concepts, as well gaining
confidence, students participate in a variety of active
learning communication exercises.
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Course Description

[ENGL101] English Composition

Students will be required to write five reports, and through
these exercises, will gain understanding of sentence
structure, editing and language expression.

[ENGL110] Business Writing

This course is an introduction to business communication
in a global society. Students will learn various concepts
related to expectations in an English-based business and
contrast them with communication styles in Japanese
society and business.

[ENGL200] Introduction to Literature
This survey course is intended to provide students with a
broad overview of literature and its primary genres in the
English language. The class will focus on British
literature mainly; however, literature from other parts of the
world, namely America, will also be studied.

[PHIL201] Philosophy and Contemporary Ideas
This course is a survey of the major positions and figures
in philosophy, and the cultural worldviews and practical
applications that derive from them. The primary focus will
be on theism, naturalism and humanism in contemporary
thought.

SOCIAL SCIENCE

[ECNC213] Micro Economics

This is an introductory course to the theory and history of
free exchange and economic inquiry. Specific topics
discussed in this course include: market process, demand
and the consumer, cost and supply, market structure,
government regulation and resource demand and supply.

[ECNC214] Macro Economics

This course is a continuation of the introductory economics
course. Topics include supply and demand, financial
institutions and aggregated economic behavior. The
latter part of the class will cover topics such as: national
income accounting, the origins and dynamics of inflation,
unemployment and economic growth.

[GOVT211] International Relations |

This course is an introduction to the study of key concepts,
theories and methodological approaches in international
relations, which will be applied to key issues within a global
and regional perspective. This course is intended to
develop critical thinking about international events, using
various theoretical tools to address and assess claims
made by international actors.
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[GOVT201] Japanese Government

This course will examine and analyze Japan's economic
rise from the impoverished aftermath of World War 1l to
unparalleled economic growth, and from feudal
government to a modern democracy.

[GOVT220] American Government

This course examines the configuration of the federal
government of the United States and its process of
policy-making.  Topics discussed in this course will
include: the presidential system, political party system,
special interest groups and the electoral system.

[GOVT230] Introduction to Comparative Politics
This course covers in depth the various forms of
government including: capitalism, communism, democratic
socialism, and fascism.

[GOVT240] Contemporary International Issues
This course is essentially a follow up to International
Relations 1 - Introduction to International Relations, as it
will study key concepts, theories and contemporary
international issues in greater detail. This course is
intended to develop critical thinking about contemporary
international issues, using various theoretical tools to
analyze claims made by international actors.

[HIEU201] History of Western Civilization |

A survey of the major currents in Western civilization, from
its beginnings in the ancient Near East through the
Enlightenment.

[HIEU202] History of Western Civilization Il
A survey of the major currents in Western civilization since
the Age of Louis XIV.

[HIJA221] History of Japan

A study of how individuals, groups and organizations
interact in the global business environment. Distinctive
course elements include a study of contemporary and
historical leadership practices.

[HIUS220] Civilization of the United States

This US history course, especially designed for an
ethnically diverse student body, gives an overview of
American history. The concepts of idealism, democracy,
equality, and individuality are examined in the founding,
growth and maturity of the world's remaining superpower.

[SOCI202] Japanese Sociology

The Japanese appear to be "passive” but also
"aggressive," and "arrogant" while also "polite." In this
course, students will attempt to unravel Japanese culture -
the wonders of Japanese national character and how it
seems strangely contradictory.

[SOCI211] Sociology |

The course introduces students to the history of sociology,
outlining how key thinkers have contributed to the
development of the discipline. In doing this, the course
introduces students to key sociological concepts and
theories and explores these in the context of real-life
issues.

[SOCI212] Sociology I

This course provides four key policy areas (family,
education, crime and poverty) and social problems. This
unit seeks to explain how sociology can bring new insights
into our understanding of social problems and examines
how sociological theories inform the planning and
implementation of policy.

BUSINESS

[ACCT211] Principles of Accounting |

A study of basic transactions, ledger accounts, entering
accounts, adjusting entries, balances, financial statements,
asset accounting, liabilities, sole proprietorship equity,
revenues and expenses.

[BUSI101] Introduction to Business

Introduction to Business examines business and
organizational management, the fundamental aspects of
business.

[BUSI130] Business Math

Provides an overview of today’s business world and a
working knowledge of its mathematical applications. This
course provides solid preparation and a foundation for
going on to courses and careers in accounting, marketing,
retailing, banking, finance, insurance, real estate and
business administration.

[BUSI220] Introduction to Finance

Introduction to foundational components of personal
finance including the development of a personal financial
plan based on biblically-wise principles and practices.
Topics include budgeting, debt, savings, insurance,
investments, retirement, real estate and consumer
decisions.

[BUSI230] Marketing

Marketing focuses on identifying and satisfying human and
social needs. Students compare marketing principles
and practices across cultures of two highly recognizable
companies.
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[BUSI240] Organizational Behavior and Leadership

A study of how individuals, groups and organizations
interact in the global business environment. A distinctive
course element includes the study of contemporary and
historical leadership practices.

[BUSI243] Human Resources Management

The course emphasizes strategic human resources
management, particularly the importance of attracting,
retaining and developing people (global talent).

[BUSI250] Business Ethics

This course will introduce the issue of Business Ethics
within a moral and legal framework that is both academic
and practical. This course will provide students with an
opportunity to consider moral issues of business activity
and practices.

[BUSI260] Organizational Leadership

This course will focus on the core components and
applications of effective leadership. The objective of the
course is to help students understand the various
challenges leaders face and provide a compass in which
the inclined student can begin moving toward becoming a
prodigious leader.

[BUSI310] Principles of Management
Principles of Management studies the four basic functions
of management (planning, organizing, leading, controlling).

[BUSI330] Marketing

Marketing focuses on identifying and satisfying human and
social needs. Students compare marketing principles
and practices across cultures of two highly recognizable
companies.

[BUSI434] International Business

The purpose of this class is to learn the essence of the
Japanese management system which culminated in the
1970s and ‘80s when leading Japanese manufacturing
companies reached the pinnacle of industrial prosperity.

MUSIC

[MUSC102] Gospel Choir
Students will comprehensively learn and practice the
spiritual principle of singing, starting with delivery basics

[MUSC200] Introduction of Music Production
Students learn how to make a qualitied music video and
practice some skills in that field
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Course Description

ENGLISH LANGUAGE

[EFL] TOEFL Target 45/60

These courses teach the core of the English language as a
program for non-native speakers. Emphasis is placed on
the use of all four skills: reading, writing, listening and
speaking.

[EFL] Academic Reading and Writing
This is a course aimed at preparing students for success in
academic writing in English-based university classes.

JAPANESE LANGUAGE

[JAPN111] Elementary Japanese |

These course teaches the Japanese language for
non-native speakers (elementary level 1). Emphasis is
placed on the use of all four skills: reading, writing,
listening and speaking.

[JAPN112] Elementary Japanese Il

These course teaches the Japanese language for
non-native speakers (elementary level 2). Emphasis is
placed on the use of all four skills: reading, writing,
listening and speaking.

[JAPN211] Intermediate Japanese |

These course develops understanding of appropriate use
of different styles of speech at different levels of politeness
(intermediate level 1). Mastery of modals used for
expressing wishes, opinions, intentions, and conditions
and for requests, time sequence, inferences and hearsay.

[JAPN212] Intermediate Japanese Il

These course develops understanding of appropriate use
of different styles of speech at different levels of politeness
(intermediate level 1). Mastery of use of honorific and
humble forms and conditional, passive, causative, and
causative-passive forms.

[JAPN311] Advanced Japanese |

This course develops reading and writing skills of JLPT N2
level kanji and practices of recognition of JLPT N2 level
vocabulary and grammar.

[JAPN312] Advanced Japanese Il

This course develops reading and writing skills of JLPT N2
level kanji and practices of recognition of JLPT N1 level
vocabulary and grammar.

[JAPN313] Advanced Japanese llI

This course develops reading and writing skills of JLPT
N2-N1 level kanji and practices of and application of some
JLPT N1 level vocabulary and grammar.
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
